Day 1 - “The Enemy Among Us” April 14, 2014
Let us pray….
Good morning to God’s saints from around the world, 

I greet you in the joy of God our Father, God our Savior and God our Comforter. Before we begin, let us exercise the privilege granted to every believer, a conversation with the Godhead. 

Let us pray …

Our most heavenly Father, it is with profound reverence that we approach your throne at this time. We recognize that we are living in the final days of the final generation. How many before us who have walked this earth and relayed your prophetic messages for our day, would have preferred to be where we are privileged to be at this time. May the Holy Spirit enlighten every mind who studies your Truth and those special messages delivered to us through your prophets. We lift our hearts in grateful praise for these timely messages that we have heard these last two weeks. Bless each mind with insights and a profound understanding of what you would have us know for the trying days which lie before us as we pray in the Name of He who assured our salvation on the cross. Amen!

54 years ago a Jewish Seventh-day Adventist brought me into this church. I heard a perfect message and believed I was in a perfect church. But I witnessed compromise after compromise come in and I cried, where are the watchmen? Why is this happening to God’s church? Why doesn’t someone say something?

Well one of God’s prophets did say something about 2,700 years ago and he was addressing the sleeping church in 2014 AD. The scripture this morning is for every faithful SDA believer, whether in the conference or independent ministries, every lay person, every minister, every worker, every person in any leadership role. Isaiah’s message to all today is in the 58th chapter and verse 1.
He told us young and old, men and women and our young adults as well to “Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and show my people their transgression, and the house of Jacob their sins.” 

Now let us see what this verse is saying. “To cry aloud.” That to me does not mean a whisper, it does not mean in a soft voice. It doesn’t mean in your normal voice. It says to cry aloud. My 1858 Noah Webster’s Dictionary says loudly; with a loud voice, or great noise. It then refers to Isa. 58. When Jesus comes He will cry aloud to awaken the dead, sleeping saints in the ground and they will hear His voice. The cry aloud written here is to awaken the living, sleeping, professed people of God, calling them to action.

It then says spare not. We are to cry aloud and spare not. My same dictionary says for this usage, spare would mean to use mercy, forbearance, to be tender. So this says spare not. In other words you are to cry aloud and to not be tender and merciful. Well that would not seem very Christ-like. But let us understand what is going on here. Many in God’s church today may have their names blotted out of the Lamb’s book of life. That’s not what God wants. 
So from this verse we can conclude that the people in the Laodicean church are in a near comatose state. Not profoundly unconscious, but in a state of mental sluggishness. They have not responded to truth as God would have them, therefore a resort to stronger measures must be taken.
Cry aloud, spare not is God’s command and we dare not fear man or the evil political correctness crowd. We are not to withhold God’s messages of Divine truth. 

Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet means we are not to be cast down as though we are ashamed and afraid to utter a word. No, we are to lift up our voices as trumpets. Of all the instruments, the trumpet is the most piercing and no living person can sleep when a trumpet is blasting.

1 Thessalonians 4:16 says, “For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:” Just as Jesus called Lazarus from the dead, so at His return His voice combined with the trumpet of God will shake open the graves of God’s saints and they which were once dead will come forth in their glorified bodies; can you say Amen!
And so we are to lift up our voices like these ear piercing trumpets and sound the alarm. Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and show my people their transgression. The first call to duty is to show the “My people” their transgression or a great sin that they are either knowingly or in ignorance committing.

Who are these “My people?” Hosea 4:6 gives us a clue. “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee, that thou shalt be no priest to me: seeing thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, I will also forget thy children.” The My people here represents those who should be of the royal priesthood, but have been careless in handling and keeping God’s law. They have been too indolent to study the resources which God in His mercy has made available, and they are too indolent to obtain the saving knowledge they have access to. They have forgotten that which God has said to remember.

 These My people, I believe, are not only nominal Adventists, but also those who profess Jesus as Savior but cannot call Him Lord. Why? They cannot call Jesus Lord because they are not obedient to all His commands. You obey your Master if you are to call Him Lord. Therefore I suggest that the My people referred to here are primarily those in the Sunday keeping churches of Babylon and everyone else who lives up to all the light they have, but are in ignorance being disobedient. God gives the message of the 4th angel (Rev.18:1) and the declaration that Babylon is in a seriously fallen state in Rev. 18:2 and why so in verse 3. He gives a last, special call in Revelation 18:4 for My people to come out of Babylon, as soon it will be too late and the mark of the beast will be in their frontal lobes and DNA when probation closes.
“Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and show my people their transgression, and the house of Jacob their sins.” We are not only to cry aloud and spare not in our witnessing to those in the churches of Babylon, but we are to cry aloud and spare not and lift up our voice like a trumpet to the house of Jacob which today is the structure Seventh-day Adventist Church, and show them what? Their sins. God’s prophet wrote the following, which is found in the 4th volume of Bible Commentaries page 1149 paragraphs 2 & 4.
“My brethren, you need to study more carefully the fifty-eighth chapter of Isaiah. This chapter marks out the only course that we can follow with safety. . . .”  {4BC 1149.2}  

“Though they are called the people of God, the house of Jacob, though they profess to be linked with God in obedience and fellowship, they are far from Him. Wonderful privileges and promises have been given to them, but they have betrayed their trust. With no words of flattery must the message be given them. "Show my people their transgression, and the house of Jacob their sins." Show them where they are making a mistake. Set their danger before them. Tell them of the sins they are committing, while at the same time they pride themselves on their righteousness. Apparently seeking God, they are forgetting Him, forgetting that He is a God of love and compassion, long suffering and goodness, dealing justly and loving mercy. Worldly policy has come into their business and religious life. Their hearts are not purified through the truth. God looks on their outward ceremonies of humility as a solemn mockery. He regards all religious sham as an insult to Himself.”  {4BC 1149.4}  

Isaiah 58:12, 13 “And [they that shall be] of thee shall build the old waste places: thou shalt raise up the foundations of many generations; and thou shalt be called, The repairer of the breach, The restorer of paths to dwell in. If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, [from] doing thy pleasure on my holy day; and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking [thine own] words:”
Every Seventh-day Adventist should be well aware of how and by whom the seventh day Sabbath, the sacred, blessed hallowed and sanctified Sabbath of God was changed to the pagan day of sun worship.

We are to be the repairers of the breach. What breach are we to repair? We are to repair the breach in God’s Ten Commandment law. The fourth commandment, which God has called My holy day. The day He said to Remember. It is His Sabbath and we have been called to honor it and put it in its rightful place in our hearts and in our minds. 

Some have said to me, oh your Sabbath is Saturday. I must correct them. I tell them that I don’t have a Sabbath, but God does and I choose to honor Him by keeping His day holy. For He commanded “If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, [from] doing thy pleasure on my holy day;”
Friend of mine turn off those televisions on the Sabbath. We need to be emptied of self and worldly pleasure by not bringing the world into our living rooms and desecrating God’s Sabbath. The news programs can wait also. Its 24 hours of sacred time.

 and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking [thine own] words:” Did you hear that? “… nor speaking [thine own] words:” Just because you’re in church in your best suit, with shoes shined, what makes you think that the Sabbath is a place to discuss the basketball tournaments or the NFL playoffs or super bowl? We are to have nothing to do with competitive sports, but my brother, to desecrate God’s Sabbath, speaking thine own words, whether its sports or a new car you want to purchase. We need to repent of these past sins and make the necessary changes to do that which is pleasing in God’s sight.
Friend, a week has 168 hours, but 24 are sacred, let us resolve to bring no more common fire into God’s time. Let us trample God’s Sabbath no more.
