DAY 9 - “The Enemy Among Us” April 22, 2014
Good morning to God’s people around the world as this vast congregation meets on this Tuesday, another blessed day to be alive. I understand that some may be listening in their hospital beds. May God’s richest blessings be on all who are listening, where ever you are right now. Let us seek God’s guidance.


Father in heaven, we thank you for Jesus. Once again Lord we are seeking your blessing for understanding today. Enlighten our minds where there may be darkness in Jesus name we pray, Amen. 

Today we are continuing with our theme, “The Enemy Among Us,” and we are resuming with item #60 from “My 95 Theses Plus One.” All of today’s messages are about the New Theologies and this is information you need to know so that you can reject the false in favor of the truth. Each item will give the New Theology first, followed by what the Bible really teaches. In the interest of time. I would suggest writing the new theology under discussion and then list each scriptural reference on your pad for later study, while you listen to the scriptures read. There will be many scriptures given.
Well why even study the new theologies? 4 times Jesus warned against deception in the last days. Unarmed, you are not prepared for battle and could become an easy victim of the enemy. We cannot expect God to protect us from deception in our ignorance when He has commanded us to study to show thyself approved, we must be workmen rightly dividing the word of truth as that is precisely what we will be doing today.

New theology doctrines – We will cover many the next two days, but know this, that it is an  incomplete listing of many of the false beliefs circulating. 
Did you know that there are Woes charged against those who are at odds with historic Biblical doctrinal beliefs - Isaiah 29:15; and Isaiah 30:1.

Isaiah 29:15 – “Woe unto them that seek deep to hide their counsel from the LORD, and their works are in the dark, and they say, Who seeth us? and who knoweth us?”

Isaiah 30:1 – “Woe to the rebellious children, saith the LORD, that take counsel, but not of me; and that cover with a covering, but not of my spirit, that they may add sin to sin:”


Item #60

New theology – False Doctrine: Predestination – Predestination says man’s eternity is predestinated by God where man has no say in the matter. One is predestined to be saved while another is predestined to be lost. – There is no Biblical support for such a doctrine. 
The Bible teaches: Man chooses his eternal destiny 
Joshua 24:15, “And if it seem evil unto you to serve the LORD, choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.”  We choose whom we will serve.

Matthew 23:37 “O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that killest the prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto thee, how often would I have gathered thy children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye would not!”  
Ezekiel 18:4, 20, 21, 24 “Behold, all souls are mine; as the soul of the father, so also the soul of the son is mine: the soul that sinneth, it shall die. 20, 21 The soul that sinneth, it shall die. The son shall not bear the iniquity of the father, neither shall the father bear the iniquity of the son: the righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon him.  But if the wicked will turn from all his sins that he hath committed, and keep all my statutes, and do that which is lawful and right, he shall surely live, he shall not die. 24 But when the righteous turneth away from his righteousness, and committeth iniquity, and doeth according to all the abominations that the wicked man doeth, shall he live? All his righteousness that he hath done shall not be mentioned: in his trespass that he hath trespassed, and in his sin that he hath sinned, in them shall he die.”  Clearly you choose righteousness or by default you choose rebellion. But it is a choice, not something God forced on you without your consent. Augustine believed and taught predestination. Martin Luther was an Augustinian monk who also believed and taught these errors. The scriptures of Paul that some stumble over are:

Romans 8:29, 30 “For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate [to be] conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren.  Moreover whom he did predestinate, them he also called: and whom he called, them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified.” To the surface reader there may be confusion. Key words are “For whom he did foreknow.” We are in the realm of time while God inhabits eternity. God can go anywhere in time and know exactly what a man or woman will choose. God does not arbitrarily decide that a particular few will be saved and the rest will be lost. The Holy Spirit convicts all of humanity. These verses are saying that He knew who would respond to His love by faith.

Revelation 22:17 “And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely.” Whosoever will is all inclusive and denies no one. But then it would only be the man or woman who decides to decline God’s merciful offer, that is choosing to be lost.

Item #61

New theology - Once-Saved-Always-Saved - Says that once you receive Jesus as Lord and Savior, you are justified and can never be lost. – There is NO Biblical support for such a satanic doctrine - The Bible teaches: Conditional Salvation - Deuteronomy 7:9 “Know therefore that the LORD thy God, he is God, the faithful God, which keepeth covenant and mercy with them that love him and keep his commandments to a thousand generations;” Commandment keeping is a condition of salvation necessary for God to keep His covenant of mercy.
Joshua 22:5  “But take diligent heed to do the commandment and the law, which Moses the servant of the LORD charged you, to love the LORD your God, and to walk in all his ways, and to keep his commandments, and to cleave unto him, and to serve him with all your heart and with all your soul.” 
James 1:12 “Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him.” Falling into temptation is not the sin as temptations will always be present until the end of probation; it is falling under temptation and its power that becomes the sin. We are blessed when we faithfully endure, keeping God’s commandments.

James 2:5 “Hearken, my beloved brethren, Hath not God chosen the poor of this world rich in faith, and heirs of the kingdom which he hath promised to them that love him?” Understanding that love is the principle reason for keeping the commandments.

1 Corinthians 2:9  “But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.” If we love Him, what will we do? Keep His commandments. In order to be saved? No. We keep His commandments as a choice because we love Him.
2 Timothy 4:8 “Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, shall give me at that day: and not to me only, but unto all them also that love his appearing.”  Paul well knew that he would get his crown at the second coming of Jesus and not before. A crown of righteousness will be given to all who had faithfully loved God and kept His commandments.

John 14:15 Jesus said, “If ye love me, keep my commandments.”  It was Jesus on Mt. Sinai who spoke and wrote those Ten Commandments in stone and in this verse He has quoted Himself in the second commandment when He said in Ex. 20 verse 6 “And showing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.” Surely that does not sound like the commandments do not matter. 
Acts 16:31 “And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house.”  Believing is a condition of salvation the same as confession, repentance, being baptized and keeping the commandments are.

1 John 1:7 “But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.” Cleansed of sin means we are justified and walking in the light as He is in the light means we have forsaking the sinful life.
1 John 5:1-5 “Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is born of God: and every one that loveth him that begat loveth him also that is begotten of him.   By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments.   For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.   For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith.   Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God?”
Psalm 103:11, 13, 17, 18. “For as the heaven is high above the earth, so great is his mercy toward them that fear him.  13 Like as a father pitieth his children, so the LORD pitieth them that fear him. 17 But the mercy of the LORD is from everlasting to everlasting upon them that fear him, and his righteousness unto children's children; 18 To such as keep his covenant, and to those that remember his commandments to do them.” 
Matthew 19:16, 17 “And, behold, one came and said unto him, Good Master, what good thing shall I do, that I may have eternal life?  And he said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God: but if thou wilt enter into life, keep the commandments.” That does not sound like Jesus teaching once saved, always saved does it?
Ezekiel 18:24 “But when the righteous turneth away from his righteousness, and committeth iniquity, and doeth according to all the abominations that the wicked man doeth, shall he live? All his righteousness that he hath done shall not be mentioned: in his trespass that he hath trespassed, and in his sin that he hath sinned, in them shall he die.”  
Galatians 2:17, 18 “But if, while we seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the minister of sin? God forbid.  For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor.” 
I took you to 14 different locations and none support the Once Saved, Always Saved satanic doctrine.

Item #62
New theology - Sin and Live or “I’m gonna go on sinning until Jesus comes” - No Biblical support for such a doctrine The Bible teaches: Saints can and will have victory over sin now 
1 Peter 1:22, 23 “Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye love one another with a pure heart fervently:  Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.” 
Titus 2:14  “Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.” 
1 Corinthians 10:13  “There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.” 
John 5:14 “Afterward Jesus findeth him in the temple, and said unto him, Behold, thou art made whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing come unto thee.” Jesus instruction is to sin no more.
1 Corinthians 15:43 “It is sown in dishonour; it is raised in glory: it is sown in weakness; it is raised in power:” This is conversion.
1 John 2:1 “My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:”
Philippians 4:13 “I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.” 
1 John 5:2, 3 “By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments.  For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.” 
1 John 3:9 “Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.” 
Jeremiah 31:31-33 “Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah:   Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, saith the LORD: But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; After those days, saith the LORD, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people.” 
Romans 8:9 “But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.” 
Romans 12:2  “And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.” 
Galatians 5:16 “This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.” 
Ephesians 2:4-6  “But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us,   Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)   And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus:” 
Ephesians 5:27 “That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.” 
Hebrews 8:10 “For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people:” 
Hebrews 10:16 “This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them;” 
Jude 24 “Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy,”
Here is what is so wrong with the people who say they will sin until Jesus comes. At some point in the little time of trouble, when decisions are being made to come out of Babylon, a point will be reached when decisions will have been made and then Jesus stands up, signifying the end of probation, announcing what is written in Rev. 22:11, “He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.” Everyone is marked for eternity with either God’s seal and can’t be lost, or the mark of the beast and can’s be saved. The plagues are poured out. If a person says I will sin till Jesus comes, then they were sinning when probation ended and have the mark of the beast.

Item #63
New theology - Man was born with original sin – That error is why they baptize babies. No Biblical support for such a doctrine - The Bible teaches: Man is born with sinful flesh and evil tendencies, but as a baby he has not sinned until he is older and breaks a commandment. 
Isaiah 64:6 “But we are all as an unclean thing, and all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the wind, have taken us away.” 
Romans 3:10 “As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one:” 
Romans 3:23 “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;”
 Romans 5:12 “Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:” 
Romans 7:23 “But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members.” 
Psalm 51:5 “Behold, I was shapen in iniquity, and in sin did my mother conceive me.” 
Ephesians 2:1-3 “And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins:  Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience:  Among whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others.”  
Romans 8:5-7 “For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.  Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.”
Item #64
New theology - Christ was born in sinless flesh- They are saying that He had Adam’s sinless nature before the fall. No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: Christ was born sanctified but in sinful flesh- 
Romans 1:3 “Concerning his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of the seed of David according to the flesh;”  
Romans 8:3 “For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh:”  
Hebrews 2:14-18 “Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil;   And deliver them who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage. For verily he took not on him the nature of angels; but he took on him the seed of Abraham. Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted.”  
Luke 1:35  “And the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of the Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore also that holy thing which shall be born of thee shall be called the Son of God.” 
1 Peter 4:1 “Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves likewise with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from sin;” 
Hebrews 4:15  “For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.” 
John 1:1-3, 14 “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. The same was in the beginning with God. All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made. And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.” 
Galatians 4:4,5 “But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law, To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.” 
John 5:30 “I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father which hath sent me.” 
Philippians 2:7 “But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men:”
Item #65
New theology - Christ is our substitute, but can not be our example - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: Christ is both our substitute and our example 
1 John 3:3 “And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth himself, even as he is pure.”
Hebrews 4:15, 16 “For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.”
1 Peter 2:21-23 “For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that ye should follow his steps:  Who did no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth:  Who, when he was reviled, reviled not again; when he suffered, he threatened not; but committed himself to him that judgeth righteously:”  
Isaiah 53:4, 5 “Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.  But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.” 
1 Corinthians 15:3, 22 “For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures;  For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.” 
Matthew 26:28 “For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.”
Hebrews 9:28 “So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation.” 
1 John 3:5-7 “And ye know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin. Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him. Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous.” 
Acts 20:28 “Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood.”
1 Peter 1:18,19 “Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers;  But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot:”  
1 John 1:7 “But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.” 
Romans 5:6 “For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.”
Acts 3:26 “Unto you first God, having raised up his Son Jesus, sent him to bless you, in turning away every one of you from his iniquities.” 
2 Corinthians 4:10 “Always bearing about in the body the dying of the Lord Jesus, that the life also of Jesus might be made manifest in our body.”  
We will leave it there for today and pick up with item #66 tomorrow.
My appeal to you again is this. The fact that Jesus warned us 4 times in Matthew 24 that there would be deception in the last days and it has come to pass in this final generation. Satan tried to tempt Jesus by misquoting scripture. Well Satan is trying to deceive God’s people by the New Theologies and we need to know what these deceptions are and the scriptures that combat those errors. So I must encourage you to study, study, and be sure to study.
