DAY 10 - “The Enemy Among Us” April 23, 2014

Scripture: Isaiah 34:16
Good morning to God’s people as we meet on this Wednesday, another blessed day to be alive. May God’s richest blessings be on all who are listening, where ever you are right now. Let us seek God’s guidance.


Father in heaven, we thank you for Jesus. Once again Lord we are seeking your blessing for understanding as we study the deceptions of these satanic doctrines masquerading as truth. Replace the darkness in our understanding with your heavenly light, in Jesus name we pray, Amen. 

Today we are continuing with our theme, “The Enemy Among Us,” and we are resuming with item #66 from “My 95 Theses Plus One.” We will conclude the studying of the New Theologies today. This is information you need to know so that you can reject the false in favor of the truth. Each item will give the New Theology first, followed by what the Bible really teaches. Be sure to write the new theology under discussion and then list each scriptural reference on your pad for later study, while you listen to the scriptures being read. 

Item #66
New theology - Denies both perfectionism and perfection – Well there is no Biblical support for such a doctrine as perfectionism. However, The Bible teaches: Perfection of character can be attained – 
Job 1:1, 8 “There was a man in the land of Uz, whose name was Job; and that man was perfect and upright, and one that feared God, and eschewed evil. And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considered my servant Job, that there is none like him in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, one that feareth God, and escheweth evil?” God said Job had a perfect character.
1 John 2:29  “If ye know that he is righteous, ye know that every one that doeth righteousness is born of him.” 
2 Corinthians 7:1 “Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.” Perfection of character is scriptural.
2 Timothy 4:18 “And the Lord shall deliver me from every evil work, and will preserve me unto his heavenly kingdom: to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.” 
2 Corinthians 2:14 “Now thanks be unto God, which always causeth us to triumph in Christ, and maketh manifest the savour of his knowledge by us in every place.” 
1 John 3:9 “Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.” 
1 John 5:18 “We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not.”  
2 Peter 1:4 “Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.”  
Jude 24 “Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy,” 
Item #67
New theology says the New Birth occurs sometime after conversion - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: New Birth occurs at conversion.  
Mark 1: 8, 11 “I indeed have baptized you with water: but he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost. 11 And there came a voice from heaven, saying, Thou art my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.”  
Matthew 3:11 “I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that cometh after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and with fire:”  
John 3:1-7 “There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews: The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him. Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born? Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.” 
1 John 2:20 “But ye have an unction from the Holy One, and ye know all things.” 
1 John 5:18 “We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not.” 
2 Corinthians 3:18 “But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord.” 
Romans 6:6, 7 “Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.  For he that is dead is freed from sin.” 
Ezekiel 36:26, 27 “A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh.  And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them.” 
Ephesians 4:22-24 “That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts;  And be renewed in the spirit of your mind; And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.” 
Romans 12:2 “And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.” 
Philippians 2:5 “Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:” 
Psalm 40:8 “I delight to do thy will, O my God: yea, thy law is within my heart.”
Item #68
New theology says - We are in Christ, but Christ is not in us - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: We are in Christ, and Christ is in us. 
1 John 2:5, 6 “But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him. He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked.”  
1 John 3:24 “And he that keepeth his commandments dwelleth in him, and he in him. And hereby we know that he abideth in us, by the Spirit which he hath given us.” 
1 John 4:13, 15 “Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath given us of his Spirit.  Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God dwelleth in him, and he in God.”  
Psalm 119:2, 3 “Blessed are they that keep his testimonies, and that seek him with the whole heart.  They also do no iniquity: they walk in his ways.”
2 Corinthians 13:5 “Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates?”  
John 15:4-7 “Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can ye, except ye abide in me. I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing. If a man abide not in me, he is cast forth as a branch, and is withered; and men gather them, and cast [them] into the fire, and they are burned. If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done unto you.”  
John 14:10 “Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works.”  
Item #69
New theology says- Sin results from human limitations - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: Sin is volitional disobedience. 
Exodus 20:7 “Thou shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God in vain; for the LORD will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain.”  
Leviticus 6:4 “Then it shall be, because he hath sinned, and is guilty, that he shall restore that which he took violently away, or the thing which he hath deceitfully gotten, or that which was delivered him to keep, or the lost thing which he found,”
James 2:10 “For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.” 
James 4:17 “Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin.” 
John 9:41 “Jesus said unto them, If ye were blind, ye should have no sin: but now ye say, We see; therefore your sin remaineth.” 
Acts 17:30 “And the times of this ignorance God winked at; but now commandeth all men every where to repent:”  
1 Corinthians 15:34 “Awake to righteousness, and sin not; for some have not the knowledge of God: I speak this to your shame.” 
Romans 6:16   “Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?”
Item #70
New theology says - Sin will be removed at the second coming - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: All sin may and must be put away now. 
Galatians 5:16-24 “This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh. For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would.  But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law.  Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness,  Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies,  Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God. But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law. And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts.” 
1 Peter 4:1 “Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves likewise with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from sin;”  
2 Peter 2:14, 15 “Having eyes full of adultery, and that cannot cease from sin; beguiling unstable souls: an heart they have exercised with covetous practices; cursed children:  Which have forsaken the right way, and are gone astray, following the way of Balaam the son of Bosor, who loved the wages of unrighteousness;”  
James 1:21 “Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughtiness, and receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls.” 
Romans 6:6, 7 “Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.  For he that is dead is freed from sin.”  
Revelation 3:21 “To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne.” 
Romans 8:5-7, 14 “For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit.  For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.  Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.  For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.”  
1 Corinthians 15:34, 57 “Awake to righteousness, and sin not; for some have not the knowledge of God: I speak this to your shame. But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.” 
Philippians 4:13 “I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.” 
Hebrews 7:25 “Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.” 
Job 1:22 “In all this Job sinned not, nor charged God foolishly.” 
1 John 3:3-9 “And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth himself, even as he is pure.  Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.  And ye know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin.  Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him.  Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous.  He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.  Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.”  
1 John 5:18 “We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not.” 
Jude 24 “Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy,”  
Psalm 51:12 “Restore unto me the joy of thy salvation; and uphold me with thy free spirit.” 
2 Peter 3:9 “The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is longsuffering to us-ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance.”

Item #71
New theology says - We are not separated from God if the tenor of our life is right - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: One sin separates us from Christ. 
Genesis 3:22-24 “And the LORD God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever:  Therefore the LORD God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken.  So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life.”  
Numbers 20:11, 12 “And Moses lifted up his hand, and with his rod he smote the rock twice: and the water came out abundantly, and the congregation drank, and their beasts also.  And the LORD spake unto Moses and Aaron, Because ye believed me not, to sanctify me in the eyes of the children of Israel, therefore ye shall not bring this congregation into the land which I have given them.”
Item #72
New theology says – pertaining to The SANCTUARY (A) -  The atonement was completed at the cross - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: The atonement is completed in the sanctuary. 
Leviticus 16:33 “And he shall make an atonement for the holy sanctuary, and he shall make an atonement for the tabernacle for the altar, and he shall make an atonement for the priests, and for all the people of the congregation.”
Item #73
New theology says – pertaining to The SANCTUARY (B) -  Christ began His MHP ministry in A.D. 31 - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: Christ began His MHP ministry in A.D. 1844. 
Daniel 8:14 “And he said unto me, Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed.”
Item #74
New theology says – pertaining to The SANCTUARY (C) -  Judgment of the living at the Second Coming - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: Judgment of the living occurs before the close of probation. 
Daniel 12:1 “And at that time shall Michael stand up, the great prince which standeth for the children of thy people: and there shall be a time of trouble, such as never was since there was a nation even to that same time: and at that time thy people shall be delivered, every one that shall be found written in the book.” 
Daniel 7:22 “Until the Ancient of days came, and judgment was given to the saints of the most High; and the time came that the saints possessed the kingdom.” 
Daniel 7:11 “I beheld then because of the voice of the great words which the horn spake: I beheld even till the beast was slain, and his body destroyed, and given to the burning flame.” 
Daniel 7:26 “But the judgment shall sit, and they shall take away his dominion, to consume and to destroy it unto the end.”   
Revelation 14:7 “Saying with a loud voice, Fear God, and give glory to him; for the hour of his judgment is come: and worship him that made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and the fountains of waters.” 
Item #75
New theology says - Justification is a forensic act of God only - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: Justification requires the entire surrender of the will. 
Romans 2:13 “For not the hearers of the law are just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified.” 
Isaiah 55:7 “Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.”  
Proverbs 28:13 “He that covereth his sins shall not prosper: but whoso confesseth and forsaketh them shall have mercy.” 
Ephesians 2:8 “For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:”  
Romans 5:1, 9 “Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ: Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him.”
Item #76
New theology says Sanctification is man’s imperfect works for God  - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: Sanctification is God’s gift of holiness to man. 
Zechariah 3:3, 4 “Now Joshua was clothed with filthy garments, and stood before the angel.  And he answered and spake unto those that stood before him, saying, Take away the filthy garments from him. And unto him he said, Behold, I have caused thine iniquity to pass from thee, and I will clothe thee with change of raiment.”  
Titus 2:14 “Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.” 
Philippians 2:13 “For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.” 
Hebrews 9:14 “How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?” 
Hebrews 10:22 “Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.” 
Hebrews 13:21 “Make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is well pleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.”  
2 Peter 1:10, 11 “Wherefore the rather, brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never fall:  For so an entrance shall be ministered unto you abundantly into the everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.”  
James 1:12 “Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him.”  
1 John 5:4 “For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith.” 
Galatians 5:16 “This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.” 
Revelation 14:12 “Here is the patience of the saints: here are they that keep the commandments of God, and the faith of Jesus.”  
Acts 15:9 “And put no difference between us and them, purifying their hearts by faith.”  
James 1:3, 4 “Knowing this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience. But let patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing.”
1 Thessalonians 5:22, 23 “Abstain from all appearance of evil.  And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.” 
John 15:5 “I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.”  
Revelation 22:11 “He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.”  
Item #77
New theology - Gospel - Justification alone  - No Biblical support for such a doctrine. The Bible teaches: Justification and Sanctification – Justification imputes the righteous life of Jesus to your life record and Sanctification imparts the power for victorious living.

Philippians 1:6 “Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ:” 
Romans 3:24 “Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:”  
Titus 2:14 “Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.” 
1 Corinthians 1:30 “But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption:”  
1 John 4:13 “Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath given us of his Spirit.”  
Acts 3:26 “Unto you first God, having raised up his Son Jesus, sent him to bless you, in turning away every one of you from his iniquities.” 
Romans 1:16 “For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.”  
Philippians 2:13 “For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.” 
Romans 5:9 “Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him.”  
Ephesians 5:25-27 “Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it; That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.” 
Hebrews 10:10 “By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.”  
Hebrews 13:21 “Make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.” 
Hebrews 9:14 “How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?” 
Acts 26:18 “To open their eyes, and to turn them from darkness to light, and from the power of Satan unto God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins, and inheritance among them which are sanctified by faith that is in me.”  
Revelation 22:11 “He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.”  
1 Thessalonians 5:23 “And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.” 
Zechariah 3:3, 4 “Now Joshua was clothed with filthy garments, and stood before the angel.  And he answered and spake unto those that stood before him, saying, Take away the filthy garments from him. And unto him he said, Behold, I have caused thine iniquity to pass from thee, and I will clothe thee with change of raiment.”  
1 John 1:9 “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”  
Romans 8:1-4 “There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death. For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh:  That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.”  
Matthew 7:21 “Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.”  
Hebrews 5:9 “And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him;”  
2 Thessalonians 2:13 “But we are bound to give thanks alway to God for you, brethren beloved of the Lord, because God hath from the beginning chosen you to salvation through sanctification of the Spirit and belief of the truth:”
This is by no means the end as New Theology errors (which are the old errors) continue to find their way into the Seventh-day Adventist Church. 

Another serious problem is all the winds of doctrine that are blowing all through our Adventism today such as: 1. Calling the denomination Babylon; 2. The Leviticus chapter 26 and the 2520 Prophecy which is not a prophecy, and only refers to the duration and severity of the punishment; 3. The Holy Spirit not a Person; 4. Only Name of God is Yahweh; 5. Keeping the feast days; 6. God doesn’t kill; 7. The Wednesday Crucifixion; 8. The Lunar Sabbath; 9. The New Moon Feast; and 10. Diet and dress extremes, etc, etc. It is Satan’s purpose to get God’s people caught up and focused on a wind of doctrine and away from preaching and teaching the three angel’s messages. These winds of doctrines will continue to come in.
We will leave it there for today and finish the 95 Theses tomorrow.
My appeal to you today is to put a high priority on your study of the Bible and Spirit of Prophecy and to be sure that all the doctrine you embrace is fully supported by God’s word. Be keenly aware that as a Historic SDA, you are indeed a target of the enemy of souls.

Heavenly Father, we have seen how Satan Has brought distortion to your Word as revealed in the new theologies. We see the importance of being committed to the study of your word so that we will not be an easy victim of the one who wants us to be just as lost as he is.
